Story 1

Sharing Meals

encounters the Lord in Acts 9:4 and becomes a catalytic 
disciple maker. Where we see terror God sees a disciple. 

Story 2

Israeli Disciple-Maker 

God has a heart for the Palestinians. God loves the Pal-
estinians. I go into dangerous places with other Is-
raelis to reach and find persons of peace among 
Palestinians. I know Gazans that have worked 
with me in the past. God loves the people of 
Gaza. They are made in His image.  

When Muslims come to faith in the Pales-
tinian territories their hearts are turned away 
from hating Israel to absolutely loving Israel.

Muslim Reads Isaiah 53 to 
Jews in Hospital   

A Muslim background believer that was in the hospital. 
Next to his hospital bed were some Jewish 
people. He shared Isaiah 53 to the Jewish 
people. They told him, I would not listen to 
anybody else, not even a Messianic Jew 
about this. But because I know you are a 
Muslim and hated me and now you love me, I 
want to read this with you together. Because 
I see what it is done in your heart.

MECCA 

God’s Presence is Trespassing the Holiest City in Islam! 

Mecca is a city located in western Saudi Arabia. It is un-
equivocally the holiest site in all of Islam. It is where the 
founder of Islam was born in c. 570. This is the “North Star” 
for all religious Muslims around the world. They orient 
themselves to this epicenter five times a day in prayer. 
This is a holy and sacred city. Only Muslims are allowed to 
enter this city.  

Mecca is the birthplace of Wahabism and the center of 
Islam. In the past few years, we have done what has never 
been done before. We have infiltrated this city with 
disciple-makers and witnessed the first baptism 
inside Mecca in its 1,400-year history, totaling 
6 to date. It has come at a great cost to the 
ones there. 

We have received word there at least one 
hundred known underground believers in 
Mecca. That means there must be hundreds 
more still hidden and in secret. This is absolutely 
a sign and wonder.   

Mecca has seen yet another monumental baptism here in 
the heart of Islam. To put it into context at extreme risk 
the very baptism pool itself had to be smuggled into the 
city.  As our brothers helped the man pass through the 
waters. It was in this historical and beautiful moment that 
an Arab speaking trainer, a woman in the heart of Islam, 
led the time of prayer and confession of faith. A glorious 
picture of the body of Christ on display. Galatians 3:28, 
“There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor 
free, there is no male and female, for you are all one in 
Christ Jesus.” 
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Story 5

Brother “T’s” heart-wrench-
ing story enduring prison and 
torture for baptizing 
converts into the faith. His 
own words: 

I’m so glad that I went through it-not as a thief-but as a 
disciple of Jesus. 

When I was arrested, their plan was to kill me. Every day 
they told me, “You are going to be killed.” I was in prison 
for nine months. It was meant to be more than a prison; I 
was placed there to die. I could not see the sky. I could not 
see another person. I couldn’t connect with anyone. I was 
alone in a dark place.  

The guards would come to check on me to see if I had 
died. They know that if they keep you inside long enough 
that you won’t make it. There is no communication, no 
sunlight, and no food. I did not even have water 3 times 
a day. They just put me there to die. But the Lord Jesus 
promised that He would stay with me until I my release.  

One night I was praying, the Lord appeared to me in a 
vision. He said, “I will never leave you, 
neither will I forsake you. I am the One 
that called you and I will take you 
through all these trials.”  

And He did it. He did everything.  

The Lord appeared to me again, He 
said, “Nobody will put you in jail. No-
body will deport you and nobody will 
judge you.” 

When I got to the court, everybody-even the prosecutor 
that was supposed to ask me questions was afraid to ask 
me anything. The judge could not say anything. They just 
wrote a letter. 

My wife did not know what the letter said. I did not know 
what the letter said. But when I returned to the prison, 
they said “You are free.”

Abhay’s Story: 120 Children’s School in Remote Village 

With a heart for children, he saw an opportunity to edu-
cate and disciple the next generation in a way few had 
dared before. We encouraged him to start small, and 
today, that dream has grown into a humble school. Not a 
building with classrooms, but an open space where 120 
children sit on the ground, eager to learn. These children 
not only receive education but are learning about Je-
sus, diving deep into the faith that transformed their 
teacher’s life. With a few basic supplies like 
books and stationery, this school is a beacon of 
hope in a region that needs it most.  

Abhay serves in some of the most challeng-
ing conditions. In the areas where he goes, 
there is no electricity, no running water. 
Women and children must walk miles to fetch 
water for their homes, enduring harsh circum-
stances. Yet, Abhay remains undeterred. He is op-
timistic about the possibility of installing water wells 
and even solar panels in some homes, bringing light where 
there has only been darkness for so long.  

Despite the rains and flooding that often devastate, 
Abhay presses on. He recently reached out to other Hindu 
communities, bringing both humanitarian aid and the 
message of Christ. His courage in the face of adversity has 
already touched many hearts, and soon, several of these 
new believers will be baptized—not adding another deity 
to their lives but fully embracing the Lord.   

This is just the beginning. To empower him further, we’ve 
supported his continued education through a local uni-
versity, helping him study while he leads this incredible 
movement. His passion, resilience, and love for his people 
inspire us every day. This is the rise of a local leader who 
understands the language, the struggles, and the souls of 
his people.

Meanwhile, regions like the 
Middle East, despite intense persecution, are witnessing 
more new spiritual births than all of Europe combined.

We lift our prayers and stand alongside those dedicating 
their lives to making disciples in Europe. Now is the time 
to act because the gospel cannot be stopped.

Europe needs a 
spiritual awakening.

In 2010, there were approximate-
ly 19.5 million Muslims in Europe, 
representing 3.8% of the total 
population. By 2024, the Muslim 
population in Europe is estimat-
ed to have grown to around 44 
million, or 5% of the total popu-
lation. By 2050, projections vary 
depending on migration levels, 
but in a high migration scenario, 
Muslims could represent up to 
14% of the European population, 
equating to approximately 75.55 
million people.

Thier is a violent civil war in Myanmar. Military and ethnic 
militias spill blood all throughout the land. Along the Thai 
and Chinese border there is great corruption and unimag-
inable human trafficking. It is the greatest political tragedy 
happening today. 

Bold and resilient believers are caught in the crosshairs. 
They are facing great atrocities, torture, and even martyr-
dom. They flee for their lives and make disciples along the 
way. 

Amid their great poverty they share their rations of rice 
with their neighbors just to have a spiritual conversation 
in hopes of identifying a person of peace to share the 
gospel with. 

This past spring 30 believers were in route to a remote 
creek for a baptism service. Thier at edge of baptism wa-
ters they were found out and martyred. One month later 
30 resilient recent converts marched down to the same 
waters to be baptized.

One of the most unforgettable ex-
periences was hearing from Tim, an 
underground church leader who 
had been imprisoned for his faith. 
Listening to his firsthand account 
of what it’s like to be a persecuted 
Christian left a lasting impression on 
me. It brought a new level of under-
standing and urgency to the work we 
do. During the retreat, we were 
tasked with writing songs 
for Tim, inspired by his 
journey and the resil-
ience of persecuted 
believers.  

I had the incredible 
opportunity to meet 
musicians from all over the 
world and form deep connec-
tions. One highlight was collab-
orating with my friend Johan from 
South Africa. It was a deeply personal 
and moving process that reminded 
me of the power of worship to unite 
and inspire.  

Beyond the music, the retreat was 
a time of fellowship and encourage-
ment, where we shared meals, prayed 
together, and built each other up in 
our faith. It was an experience that 
not only impacted my heart but also 
enriched my ministry, giving me fresh 
inspiration to continue the work we 
are called to do. 
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THE LEADING STORIES OF 2024:
The following stories reached the hearts and homes of 
thousands. 

David’s post reaches 49.5 thousand. He spoke about the 
Afghanistan take over and the disciple maker setting up an 
underground system for Christians. 

In 2021 a massive event happened. 
The United States pulled out of Afghanistan and one of 
my friends was stuck there when it happened. He was a 
Christian disciple-maker. Now, he had to get out of Af-
ghanistan during this time for obvious reasons; being a 
Christian in a highly Islamic (fundamental Islamic) now gov-
ernment is a very dangerous place to be.  

So he decided to trek across Afghanistan. As he was doing 
this, he was narrowly dodging Taliban and people that 
were actively tracking him. Along that journey across the 
country he was accumulating families-people also trying 
to escape.  

SOCIAL IMPACT 
He basically developed an Under-
ground Railroad to get people to 
warehouses; to get Christians and 
non-christians-basically everyone 
hated by the Taliban and he got them 
out.  

But here’s a crazy story: his wife had 
a dream of him being captured. She 
messaged him through a secure line 
and he was able to escape. Little did 
he know there was a paid group of 
people actively looking for him. He left 
a certain area at a certain time at the 
exact right moment all because his 
wife had a dream.  
This is a real story. It happened 3 
years ago. This man is still making dis-
ciples to this day.  

Jesus can’t be stopped. And those 
underneath His protection cannot be 
stopped either. 

If this story inspired you, you need to 
know that these people are still alive.

I’ve been applying the things I have 
learned through the disciple mak-
er movement and decided to go to 
the relationships that already have 
a foundation one of them being a 
twitch streamer that I’ve known ever 
since I was in high school her name is 
Elizabeth but she goes by Lizzie and 
so after going through the training 
or Boot Camp, I’ve decided to have 
meaningful and spiritual conversa-
tions with Lizzie and then she was 
open to knowing and discovering 
God’s word. After many stories and 
discoveries she was led to coming to 
Christ and repented and confessed 
before the Lord over me guiding 
her through a phone call. Then she 
also thought of those she knew and 
thought about how she could love 
them and lead them to Christ also. 
Immediately within the same week 
she has already been spreading the 
gospel to other people in her area 
and professing her decision that she 
is now a follower of Christ and she’s 
been already telling others without 
me even teaching her the process 
that I’ve learned in the Boot Camp. 
She has told me several individuals 
that she knows who are lost in need 
of Jesus that she’s forming groups 
with through the discovery bible 
study process.

Surpassing Nonprofit Standards: Based on our March do-
nations, we have achieved a 57% growth in our giving from 
April to November 2024, an average nonprofit growth rate 
is 1-3% a month.  

People-Centered Investment: Grew our paid staff by 67.6%, 
from 45 in 2023 to 87 in 2024, all based in the 10/40 MENA 
region. 

Field-Focused Philosophy: 86% of the personnel budget is 
invested in the field, keeping operational costs minimal to 
prioritize disciple-making activities. 

According to the National Council of Nonprofits and 
Charity Navigator, a financially healthy nonprofit should 
maintain 3-6 months of operating expenses in savings. By 
January 2025, GCM is projected to have over three months 
of operating budget in reserves, positioning us as a finan-
cially stable and healthy organization.
